E Hernan Cortez — Conquest of Mexico
1519
—Tenochtitlan captured by Aug. 13 1521

— becomes Mexico City

e Distinguished universities in Mexico

City and Lima, Peru by 1551

Native American Resistance

E Revolt of 1680 — Spanish expelled
from present-day New Mexico

e Pueblos and Apaches revolt against
Spanish in Santa Fe region

F Resistance efforts also in Florida

Additional Southern Colonies

& Maryland — 1634, Lord Baltimore
—Refuge for Catholics
& Carolina Colony (1670)

—Flourished by keeping close ties with
British Sugar companies in the West
Indies

—Slave Codes and Plantation Structure

Rice Plantation
(White Oak Plantation, St. Mary's River FL)




Tobacco, Slaves, Rep. Govt.

& Gives prosperity to the Virginia colony
E Broad-acred plantation system

& African slavery eventually used
—What was the previous labor system?

F Representative Government is born in
America: House of Burgesses

& Bacon’s Rebellion (will discuss again)

Types of Colonies (from AMSCO)

® Corporate: operated by joint-stock
companies (example — Jamestown)

E Roval: under direct authority and rule
of the king’'s government (example —
Virginia after 1624)

E Proprietary: under authority of
individuals granted charters of
ownership by the king (example —
Maryland & Pennsylvania)

Southern Colonies, continued

E North Carolina, 1712 (from “Carolina”)
—Less slaves, more whites = small farm
economy and independent settlers
E Georgia, 1733
—Haven for debtors
—Buffer from Spanish Florida
—James Oglethorpe




Commonality of the So. Colonies

Williamsburg)

E Religious Tolerance — too spread out

Reformation & Puritans

¥ Luther and Calvin

E Puritans: sought to “purify” the English
Church
— Unhappy with Protestant Ref. in England
— Separatists break away from Church of Eng.

— Group travels to Holland, dissatisfied there —
travel to New World on Mayflower

— Miss Virginia and land in New England (Ma.)

Plymouth, 1620

E Chose the site at Plymouth Bay

—Outside domain of Va. Comp. =
squatters

—Mayflower Compact
F Harsh winter 1620 — 1621
® Governor William Bradford

¥ 1691 — merged with Massachusetts
Bay Colony

Economy of the Colonies

New England
— Small farms (rocky soil & long winters)
— Labor: family members

— Industries: logging, shipbuilding, fishing,
trading, rum-distilling

E Middle Colonies

— Larger farms up to 200 acres

— Labor: indentured servants w/ farm family
— Industry: Iron-making

— Rich Soil / Export wheat and corn to Eur./W.I.

Economy of the Colonies, cont.

& Southern Colonies

—Ranged from small subsistence family
farms to large plantations

—Cash crop 1: Tobacco— MD / VA / NC

—Cash crops 2: Rice & Indigo — SC / GA
—Labor: African Slavery

—Shipped cash crops directly to Europe

Economy, continued

E Monetary System:

— English limited use of money to control econ.

— Forced to use gold and silver to pay for
imports

— Colonies issued paper money — led to
inflation

E Transportation:
— Use of waterways: Bost., NY, Phil., Chas.

— Horse & Stage more common in 1700s
— Postal System by mid-1700s
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Religious Society

& Most are Protestant
—What exceptions?
—Some Protestant Groups:
—Presbyterians: New England
—Dutch Reformed Church: New York
—Lutherans/Mennonites/Quakers: Penn.

Religious Society, continued

® Two Established Churches:
—Church of England: Virginia
—Congregational Church: Mass. / Conn.
—Tax support declines with increased
immigration
® Who were Anglicans?

—Prosperous farmers, merchants, plant.
owners

—No Archbishop = under English control

—Also results in division in Congregational
and Presbyterian churches
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Education: “The American Mind”

E Formal education usually for males

F New England: primary schools &
grammar schools (first tax-supported
schools)

® Middle Colonies: church-sponsored or
private / teachers lived with students !!!

F Southern Colonies: education by parent
—Some had tutors
