“on smell.” This is, of course, the tobacco. It.was said that in cold weather the odor was so
overpowering and pungent, doors and windows bdimged, that persons unaccustomed thereto
were compelled to shut their eyes in pain. Yet adg00 people eat, cook and sleep, as well as
work, in these places. Young children fall aslemprf the narcotic effects of the pervading odor.
